6. Delivery of the Audit for the Fiscal Year ended June 30, 2004   
 
Mr. Pete Teague, Partner and Sheila Mulkey Senior Manager with the Council's audit firm 
Dixon Hughes PLLC of Salisbury plan to present draft figures from the audited comprehensive 
annual financial statements and single audit report for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2004. 
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7. Fiscal Year 2005 Workforce Development Program  

 
a) Additional Workforce Investment Act (WIA) Funding 

The North Carolina Division of Employment and Training (DET) has provided Local 
Areas with an additional allocation for Program Year 2004 (COG FY 2005) for the 
Workforce Investment Act (WIA) program for service to economically disadvantaged 
Adults and Youth and for service to Dislocated Workers. The total amount of the 
additional allocation is detailed on Attachment #1. These funds have been designated 
and approved by the Centralina Workforce Development Board and Centralina 
Workforce Development Consortium. 

 
b) Incumbent Workforce Development Program Grant Approval 
 

The Centralina Workforce Development Board (WDB) has received approval from the 
NC Department of Commerce for Incumbent Workforce Development Program grants 
submitted on behalf of Textron Fastening Systems – Stanfield and ASMO NC, Inc. – 
Statesville. Centralina will serve as the fiscal agent for the grant. The grants will 
provide retraining and employment services to current employees at the two companies. 
It is anticipated that the training will result in a more highly skilled workforce, 
increased efficiency and reduce production costs for the companies. The total amount of 
each grant is $57,500 (includes $7,500 for COG Administration) 
 
Action Requested: I move to approve the receipt of the WIA Fund 2050 – 10% 
Statewide Activities funds for the Incumbent Workforce Development Program funds, 
and to approve the receipt of the additional WIA funds, authorize the Executive 
Director to execute the necessary contracts or contract revisions, and amend Centralina's 
grant project budget and operating budget for the grants as set forth in Budget 
Amendment #2.  

 

8. Incremental Funding for SEQL 

 
Centralina was awarded incremental funding from US EPA for the SEQL project in the amount 
of $74,997.  Management is requesting authorization to spend this funding in Attachment #2 to 
the approved fiscal year 2005 operating budget. 

 
Action Requested:  I move acceptance of the US EPA funds, authorize the Executive Director 
to sign contracts necessary for carrying out the purposes of the funds and amend Centralina's 
grant project budget and operating budget for the grant as set forth in Budget Amendment #3. 

 

9. Duke Power’s Catawba-Wateree Hydro Project 

 
Attachment #3 is a series of five questions and answers proposed in a process for participating 
in the collaborative effort of establishing an Agreement-in-Principle on Duke Power’s 
Catawba-Wateree Relicensing process for the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC).  
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Action Requested: I move to refer the FERC Relicensing process to the Regional Initiatives 
Committee and to authorize the Chairman or Executive Director to negotiate and sign an 
Agreement that implements the policy directions established by the Board of Delegates and/or 
its Executive Committee. 

  

10. Election of Officers for Calendar Year 2005 

 
At their meeting on October 13, the Executive Committee appointed a Nominating Committee 
consisting of Carroll Heavner, Denise Whitley and Blake Hildreth.  
 
The Bylaws state, “a nominating committee of three delegates who shall submit to the Council 
the names of proposed officers at the last regular meeting of each calendar year, at which 
meeting the election shall be held.  Nominations from the floor may be made and the person 
receiving the highest number of votes cast for each office shall be deemed elected.”   

 

The Nominating Committee will submit their report for calendar year 2005; nominations from 
the floor will be taken; vote; and officers will be deemed elected. The new officers will take 
office at the Annual Meeting in January. 

 

11. Comments by the Executive Director 

 

Certification of Delegates and Alternates:  Each member prior to the first meeting of the 
calendar year shall certify to the Council the names and mailing addresses of their delegate 
AND one alternate delegate who shall represent such member on the Council during each 
calendar year. During the month of December, member governments will be asked to appoint a 
delegate AND one alternate to the Centralina Board of Delegates.

CENTRALINA COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS ANSWER:  The final agreement will be 
signed by either the Chairman or the Executive Director upon explicit authorization from 
the Centralina Board of Delegates or it’s Executive Committee. 

 

4. What process will your organization or entity use to determine whether or not it will 
sign and agree to be contractually bound by the Final Agreement? 

 
CENTRALINA COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS ANSWER:  The Centralina 
representatives who have been actively participating in the FERC relicensing process will 
brief the Centralina delegates, engage them in dialogue through the appropriate committees 
and prepare a formal proposal that would allow Centralina Council of Governments to 
agree and be signatory to the final agreement. 

 

5. What amount of time do you anticipate the decision process taking that is described in 
your answer to Question Number 4? 

 
CENTRALINA COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS ANSWER:  Centralina expects the 
deliberative process to take approximately 3 months after the Centralina representatives 
determine the Agreement-in-Principle is consistent with critical issues and concerns of the 
Region and will be reflected in the final agreement.
