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The agenda contained a list of agreements entered into with member governments since March 30, 
2006. Under these agreements, staff will provide contract assistance to the member government. 
This was information only. No action was required. 
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Coy Privette made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 11, 2006 meeting. Charles

After almost three years of technical studies, stakeholder meetings, community discussions and 
negotiations the Catawba-Wateree Hydro Relicencing Project (FERC Project No. 2232) a critical 
stage has been reached. Duke Power and numerous stakeholder groups throughout the bi-state 
region have arrived at an Agreement-in-Principal. Now is the time for each stakeholder to review 
the extensive document and determine if the organization agrees and to what level. Level 1 
completely accepts and supports; level 5 rejects the agreement and exits the process. Al Sharp, 
Executive Director, gave a brief status report and answered questions. Attachment #1 to the 
agenda was a draft resolution that recommended Level 2 or Level 3 agreement with some 
reservations.  
 
Change 1 – Remove Level 2 from the Resolution previously mailed and agree to Level 3 (Agreement with 
Minor Reservations).  
Change 2 – Attachment P-2.3… that the Water Management Group’s objectives and activities shall be 
limited to those expressly stated in the AIP and may not be changed so that the scope of the convening 
group’s activities remains focused as originally intended. The convening group’s charter may not authorize 
activities or objectives not initially present in the AIP. 
  
Ken Robertson made a motion to approve the Resolution with changes. Hughie Sexton seconded the 
motion. Passed. 
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I. The Levine Senior Center 
The Levine Senior Center, located in Matthews and will be opened as a fully operational senior center in 
the Spring. As an operational senior center, the NC Division of Aging has determined them eligible to 
receive funding through the Senior Center General Purpose program. They are eligible for  $5,454 in grant 
funds with a 25%. Funds must be spent prior to May 30, 2006.   
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George Young made a motion to receive the funds into the region and allocate as outlined above, to 
contract amendments be executed to document increases in funding to be reimbursed by Centralina to its 
lead agencies, and authorize changes in budget ordinances to accommodate these changes. Seconded by 
Hughie Sexton. Passed. 

 
II. NC Division of Aging and Adult Services Planning Grant 
The NC Division of Aging and Adult Services received a planning grant from the US Administration on 
Aging. The purpose of the grant is to evaluate the state and area plan process and look for a process that 
will better coordinate activities between local programs, regional programs and the state. Centralina was 
designated to receive $900 in grant funds with a 10% match to assist with travel expenses for planning 
meetings in Raleigh. 
 
Coy Privette made a motion to receive the funds into the region and authorize changes in budget ordinances 
to accommodate these changes. Hughie Sexton seconded the motion. Passed. 

 
III. FY’2006 HCCBG Final Budget Revisions 
Centralina Area Agency on Aging has had an excellent record of expenditures with the Home and 
Community Care Block Grant funds. The agency’s policy is to review expenditures as of the end of March 
each year and work with agencies to adjust funding for services in the following order: 

• Transfer funds to another service within the agency first  
• Transfer funds to another agency within the county 
• Transfer funds to an agency in another county who can expend the funds by June 30, 2006 

The goal is to achieve 100% regional spending of funds. 
 
Coy Privette made a motion to adjust the HCCBG funds to transfer unspent monies to agencies/counties to 
achieve 100% regional spending, that contract amendments be executed to document any increases or 
decreases in the total HCCBG amounts to be reimbursed by Centralina and its lead agencies, and authorize 
changes in budget ordinances to accommodate these changes. Hughie Sexton seconded the motion. Passed. 

 
IV. FY 2006 Title V Budget Revisions 
It is the policy of Centralina Area Agency on Aging to achieve 100% funding of regional allocations. In 
order to accomplish this goal, as the June 30, 2006 fiscal deadline approaches, it is sometimes necessary to 
move funds between counties in order to assure 100% expenditure.   
 
Coy Privette made a motion to adjust the funds between agencies/counties to maximum spending of the 
regional allocation, that contract amendments be executed to document any increases or decreases in the 
total amounts to be reimbursed by Centralina and its lead agencies, and authorize changes in budget 
ordinances to accommodate these changes. Hughie Sexton seconded the motion. Passed. 

 
V. Aging Allocations for FY ’07 
The Area Agency on Aging has received allocations from the NC Division of Aging for the fiscal year 
2007. See Attachment #2 for the county allocations by funding source.   

 
Coy Privette made a motion that all funds be received into the region and that staff be authorized to 
implement the required processes to allocate the county funds to agencies within the region, that contracts 
be executed to document funds to be reimbursed by Centralina and its lead agencies, and authorize changes 
in budget ordinances to accommodate these changes. Hughie Sexton seconded the motion. Passed. 
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VI. Title V Allocations for FY ‘07 
Centralina Area Agency on Aging has not received allocations for the Senior Community Service 
Employment Program (Title V) for FY’07. However, these funds are allocated to Anson, Cabarrus, Iredell, 
Mecklenburg, Rowan, Stanly and Union Counties based on the funding formula from the NC Division of 
Aging.  These funds will need to be allocated and contracts released by July 1, 2006. The Area Agency on 
Aging requests proposals from agencies interested in administering the Title V program. If multiple 
proposals are received from one county, the representatives from the Region F Aging Advisory Committee 
from that county will determine the successful applicant. 
 
Coy Privette made a motion to implement the required processes to allocate funds to agencies within the 
region, that contracts be executed to document funds to be reimbursed by Centralina and its lead agencies, 
and authorize changes in budget ordinances to accommodate these changes. Charles Wingerson seconded 
the motion. Passed. 
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The Centralina Workforce Development Board (WDB) has received approval from the NC Department of 
Commerce for Incumbent Workforce Development Program grants submitted on behalf of two local 
businesses (see below). Centralina will serve as the fiscal agent for the grants. The grants will provide 
retraining and employment services to current employees at the companies. It is anticipated that the 
training will result in a more highly skilled workforce, increased efficiency and reduce production costs for 
the companies. The total amount for the five grants is $60,375 (includes $2,875 for COG Administration).�

 
Coy Privette made a motion to approve the receipt of the WIA Fund 2050 – 10% Statewide Activities funds 
for the Incumbent Workforce Development Program funds, authorize Centralina to act as fiscal agent for 
the grants, authorize staff to execute the necessary contracts, and amend Centralina's grant project budget 
and operating budget for the grant. Ken Robertson seconded the motion. Passed. 
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Staff presented the proposed budget ordinance of $5,065,594 and proposed grant project budget ordinance 
of $14,149,767 for FY 2006-2007. (See Attachment #3) 

 
A 75% affirmative vote was required. This portion of the agenda constituted the public hearing required by 
the Local Government and Fiscal Control Act, Section 159-12. 

 
Hughie Sexton made a motion to approve an operating budget in the amount of $5,065,594 and 
grant project budget ordinance of $14,149,767 for FY 2006-2007 (see Attachment #3). Seconded by 
Coy Privette. Passed. 
�
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 The budget adopted for FY 2006-2007 had a rate of 24-cents per capita and a minimum of $750 for 

members with smaller populations. (See Attachment #4) The 24-cents per capita rate will generate 
$694,005 in dues by using the 2004 population estimates. The Executive Committee endorsed this rate for 
budget planning purposes at their March 15, 2006 meeting. 
 
Hughie Sexton made a motion to set the dues rate for FY 2006-2007 at 24-cents per capita with a minimum 
of $750. Seconded by Coy Privette. Opposed – George Young. Passed.  
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The grant applications to the various State agencies are included in the 2007 General Fund Budget. Staff 
request authorization to prepare and submit the applications and execute contracts that will result from 
these grants.  The estimated amounts are listed in the 2007 budget. 

 
Hughie Sexton made a motion to authorize the Executive Director to direct staff to prepare and submit 
applications and execute contracts that will result from these grants. Carroll Heavner seconded the motion. 
Passed. 
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 The following contracts are contained in the FY 2007 General Fund Budget: 

a) Contract with the Lake Wylie Marine Commission to provide administrative services. 
b) Contract with the Mountain Island Marine Commission to provide administrative services. 
c) Legal services retainer with William H. McNair of Shumaker, Loop and Kendrick, LLP. 
d) Contract with the Centralina Workforce Development Board to provide administrative services. 
e) Contract with the Centralina Economic Development Commission to provide administrative services. 
f) Contract with the Centralina Foundation Inc. to provide administrative services. 
g) Continue equipment maintenance agreements and insurance policies for the FY 2007 General Fund 

Budget. 
 

Coy Privette made a motion to approve the Executive Director entering into contracts and authorize the 
Executive Director to execute the contracts for the 2007 General Fund Budget under the guidelines 
provided by the Executive Committee. Hughie Sexton seconded the motion. Passed.

Authorization of Catawba-Wateree Hydroelectric Project Relicensing  
(FERC No. 2232) 

Agreement-in-Principle by Centralina Council of Governments 
 
WHEREAS, Duke Power is preparing a license application for its hydroelectric operations on the 
Catawba River that it will submit to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) and has 
been in negotiations with stakeholder groups within the Catawba River Basin to draft a settlement 
agreement in principal that it will submit as part of its license application. 
 
WHEREAS, adequate opportunities for public access and recreation, future water supply, and 
cooperation and communication between Duke Power and local governments with regard to the 
Catawba River and the lakes are interests that Centralina Council of Governments would like to 
have addressed in the settlement agreement and new license conditions as issued by the FERC. 
 
WHEREAS, the Agreement-in-Principle (AIP) is the non-binding document that includes the 
conclusions of the cumulative negotiations of the six Catawba-Wateree Hydro Relicensing 
Stakeholder Teams and that will be the basis for the more detailed and legally binding Final 
Agreement (FA). 
 
WHEREAS, there is no final agreement on any issue until the binding FA is signed and, even then, 
only those parties that are signatories to the FA have obligations and rights under the FA and only 
relative to the issues covered in the FA. 
 
WHEREAS, Centralina Council of Governments has served as a member of the Metro Advisory 
Group Stakeholder Team and has been negotiating significant elements of the proposed agreement 
on behalf of the region and member governments.  
 
WHEREAS, Centralina Council of Governments representatives have been operating throughout 
the process with the expectations of preparing AIP that could be signed and would benefit the 
overall needs of the region. 
 
WHEREAS, on all sections of the AIP that have be written or clearly defined, Centralina Council 
of Governments representatives have expected to sign and provide an indication of its level of 
consensus with the terms of the AIP, according to the Stakeholder Teams’ Charter. 
 
WHEREAS, Centralina Council of Governments believes that the AIP substantially reflects the 
long-range regional interests as defined by Centralina Council of Governments in areas such as 
public access and recreation, future water supply, and cooperation and communication between 
Duke Power and local governments, with only some minor exceptions. 
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Delegates of Centralina Council of 
Governments that the Board shall authorize the Chairman or the Executive Director the authority to 
sign the AIP with a consensus level of 3 (Agreement with Minor Reservations specified in 
Attachment A), depending on the final version of the AIP and attachments; and furthermore, the 
Board shall reserve the right of Centralina member governments, that are stakeholders in the 
Catawba-Wateree negotiations, to sign the AIP with the level of consensus that they decide 
complies with the local needs, independent of the action taken by Centralina Council of 
Governments with regard to the AIP.

AGREEMENT-IN-PRINCIPLE RESERVATION STATEMENT 
CENTRALINA COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS 

 
 
Centralina Council of Governments recognizes the extraordinary effort of all stakeholders over the past 
several years to reach the current level of agreement in the Agreement in Principle. We support the AIP 
with the minor reservations. Therefore, we are in agreement with the AIP with the understanding: 
 
Section 4 –

..that the final Flow and Water Quality Implementation Plan (FWQIP) will be acceptable to state and 
federal agencies with respect to their authorities under the Clean Water Act, the Endangered Species Act 
and the Federal Power Act and since the FWQIP will not be complete until the Section 401 Water Quality 
Certification is issued, that the recommended FWQIP included in the Final Agreement will not be binding 
on any parties to the Agreement. 
4.1.7 
..that since the mitigation packages are not complete nor agreed by either state at this time, the mitigation 
will meet each state’s obligations and specifically the terms for the conservation easements will be drafted 
to fulfill the purpose of conservation, public access and water quality protection. 
4.8 
..since at least two jurisdictional bodies have indicated the need to provide increases in future flows for 
migratory fish, it is essential to account for those now rather than have to amend, and possibly renegotiate 
or even terminate the FA after those flows are imposed. 
 
Section 10 –

..that the appearance of two entities in this paragraph - licensee and Duke Energy – will be resolved so 
that it becomes clear that lands owned or controlled by Duke Energy will be available under the terms of 
the contract to be signed by licensee. Resolve that Duke Energy will sign the contract in order to ensure 
that the lands and other resources are available.

..that since all these paragraphs contain references to binding Duke Energy to terms in the agreement, 
resolve that Duke Energy will be a signatory to the Agreement.
